Tri-Village Local Schools along with other Darke County Schools were members of the Darke County League until
the formation of the Cross County Conference in 1978. Ansonia, Bradford, FM, MV, National Trail, Newton, Preble
Shawnee (1878-1984), Tri-County North, Tri-Village and Twin Valley South were all original members of the CCC.
Preble Shawnee joined the Southwestern Buckeye League (SWBL) in 1984 of which Dixie was a member starting in
1975. Bethel, who was also an original member of the CCC, will join the newly formed Three Rivers Conference
(TRC). Covington joined the CCC in 1991 and will join Bethel in the TRC. Miami East, who joined the CCC in
2006, will also join the TRC.
